HOW TO GET THERE

From the NORTH: From Highway 2, turn o
West on Hwy 8 (just East of the Bowden oil

refinery). Travel 16 km. Go South on Range

Road 23. Turn West on Township Road 342.

Foothills Camp is at the end of the road.

From the SOUTH: From Hwy 2, turn West on
to Hwy 27. Go 10km past Olds. Turn North on
Range Road 25 and go 13km. Turn West onto
Township Road 342, go 5km. Foothills Camp is
at the end of the road.
